Bengaluru Bannerghatta Biological Park is of a unique ecological importance asitis
situated on the northern terminal point of Mysuru Elephant Reserve connecting
forest reserves of Karnataka, Tamil Nadu and Kerala. The Park plays a major role in
conservation of rich floral and faunal diversity.

The Park is committed to realize the objectives of the National Zoo Policy, 1998 by
supporting the national efforts in conservation of rich biodiversity and United
Nations Sustainable Development Goals (SDG-15) Life on Land!

Animals in captivity acts as ambassadors for the wild population to create
awareness among visitors about conservation, propagation of wildlife and need to
maintain ecological balance. As everyone is aware, our pristine wildlife and its
habitat, are under severe pressure and the main objective of the zoo is ex-situ
conservation, rescue and rehabilitation and to augment the depleting population
of the endangered species.

The park has aimed to become a sustainable organization by harvesting locally
grown green grass to feed most of the herbivores housed in zoo and safari area.
Open space inside Rescue center was utilized to grow locally available fruits to
feed animals in the zoo. We also aim to use the water from the naturally available
lake for the animals and park maintenance, for which de-silting of lakes was
carried out to enhance the water capacity of the lakes.

Animals being one of the important stakeholders of the zoo, various enrichment
activities were carried out throughout the year to enhance the lives of captive
animals through species-specific enrichments. This included environmental
enrichments such as physical structures and landscaping of enclosures, feeding
enrichments using puzzle feeders to enhance the foraging time and seasonal &
sensory enrichments to stimulate the animal's senses.

In order to create awareness and inspire young enthusiasts about wildlife and
theirimportance, educational activities were conducted continuously throughout
the year. As part of Chinnara Mrugalya Darshana guided tour for over 600
government school students, under privileged children and specially-abled were
conducted. Guided tour of Reptile park & Butterfly park was also initiated to create
awareness about the lesser known species.
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Bannerghatta also participated in Azadi Ka Amrit Mahotsav organized by CZA to
create awareness about Malabar Banded Swallowtail Butterfly using various
online & offline educational activities. Along with this educational activities such
as thematic drawing, painting, elocution, green initiative from academic
institutions, planting, cleanup drives and silent march was executed throughout
theyearand on special days.

Predecessor Smt. Vanashree Vipin Singh, IFS, Chief Conservator of Forests
managed the pandemic situation very well by making Bannerghatta Biological
Park a self sustainable organization. She initiated animal and staff welfare
activities such as in-house harvesting, dedicated place for staff children's
education and many other green initiatives. | wish to carry forward the same for
the betterment of the park.

Bannerghatta Biological Park (BBP) is located about 22 km from Bengaluru
city. It is one among the few places in the world where wilderness is preserved
so close to a big city. BBP has its own unique mission and vision for wildlife
protection and preservation for the present and future generations to come.
The park offers an excellent opportunity and window for the citizens of the
mega city, Bengaluru, to come closer to nature.

BBP was started as a small zoo (picnic corner) in 1974 within Bannerghatta
National Park (BNP) mainly for recreation purposes, with changing times the
priority has shifted to the welfare of wi'[d animals. Whilst panning the pages of
history, one comes across the contributions of Sri Y.M.L Sharma, IFS, the then
Chief Conservator of Forests and Head of the Forest Department, who was
responsible for identifying the need for a place where Bengalureans can enjoy
the solitude of wilderness. He was instrumental in vizualizing and creating the
Bannerghatta National Park (BNP). It was his conviction that ensured the
notification of land and the creation of a National Park in 1974.

In 2002, Bannerghatta Biological Park (BBP), emerged out és an independent
establishment from BNP and was brought under the administrative control of
the Zoo Authority of Karnataka (ZAK). The Bannerghatta zoo, various safari
units, butterfly park and rescue centre was created within the area of
Bannerghatta Biological Park which measures around 731.88 Ha. _The
management jurisdictions -of Bannerghatta Biological Park were brought
under ZAK with effect from 01.04.2002.

For the convenience of the general public, the Governing Council of Zoo
Authority of Karnataka had decided to rename Bannerghatta Biological Park
as "Bengaluru Bannerghatta Biological Park(BBBP)" in the 140 GC Meeting,
held on 16-01-2019.

- Daily feed scheduled of animals

The Animal Health Monitoring committee regulates the food requirement of the
animals, whenever required. The food requirement varies from animal to animal and
quantity also varies between age groups and sex. Herbivores are fed twice a day
whereas omnivores are fed in the morning hours according to their feed
requirements. Carnivores are fed in the evening time, except on Tuesdays, whichis a
starve day to mimic natural feeding behaviour. Quality and Quantity are monitored
by the Assistant Director of Veterinary Services and Range forest Officer
respectively.

The daily food supplied by the contractor is first weighed in the weigh bridge in the
presence of AD(VS) / RFO / Security Officer or their representatives inside the zoo,
where CCTV is installed for monitoring the same. Then it is deposited in the kitchen,
where it is distributed to all the animals and birds as per the feeding schedule. The
same is also monitored through CCTV which is installed in the kitchen room.

Construction of Leopard Safari:
Leopard safari at BBP is one of the first
in Karnataka and has an area of 20ha
having natural rocky and hilly terrain
with scrub jungle type. Two holding
units each with 6 rooms are
constructed for the animals as night
shelter.

Along with this a small day kraal has
also been constructed. A total of 6
leopards belonging to two groups are
housed in the safari and are released to
kraal area alternatively to allow them to
get adapted to the safari area.
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CAMPA works in Rescue Center:
Bannerghatta Biological Park receives a
great number of animals rescued from
wild due to human-animal conflict,
injury, abandoned cubs for lifetime care.
To house these ailing and rescued
animals, enclosures in rescue center
built in 2000 for circus animals was
restructured and modified as per current
dayrequirement under CAMPA fund.
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Indira Gandhi Tiger Safari:

Chain link mesh around tiger safari was
constructed 3 decades ago, which has
degraded with time due to climatic
change. To avoid damage by free ranging
wildlife in the safari area damaged chain
link mesh was reconstructed and solar
fence was replaced

Conservation Education activities are conducted on a regular basis at BBBP to
develop empathy on wildlife in the minds of youth and people from all walks of life,
who visit the park. Tailor made educational activities and awareness programmes
conducted at the park are:

Chinnara Mrugalaya Darshana

A completely sponsored day programme for government school, specially abled and
under privileged children which includes a guided tour of the zoo and butterfly park
as well as working lunch at Hill View Restaurant. This programme aims to reduce
human animal conflict by educating young minds to work towards nature and
wildlife conservation. In 2021-22, a total of 585 students and 69 staff from 10
schools / organizations had visited as part of Chinnara Mrugalaya Darshana.

The celebrations commenced with citizens and wildlife enthusiasts providing their
services to the zoo in the form of fodder harvesting through Mrugalayakke
Shramadhana (Donation of Services at Zoo). The harvested fodder was fed to the
elephants by the mahouts.

Further, the elephants received enrichment of various fruits and vegetables along
with browse which were provided in a way which encourages their browsing
behavior. Treats were also placed in a pipe, where the elephants had to retrieve it
using their trunk.

55 students from SOS Children’s village took part in the awareness creation session
along with visitors to learn about these gentle giants, their management at BBP,
threats they face in the wild and need to conserve these endangered species.
Post learning about elephants, visitors took the wildlife pledge and a Elephant
Friendship Band, which was made by elephant mahouts families, were tied to the
visitors by them. Senior Jenu Kuruba mahout, Motanna, provided the mahouts,
kavadis and their children with a elephant necklet, which was also created by the
family of the mahouts, as a promise to take care of the elephants as well as to pass
on the skills to their children




International Vulture Awareness Day :

On the occasion of “International Vulture Awareness Day" which is celebrated on
first Saturday of September every year, Bannerghatta Biological Park created
awareness on vultures species found in Karnataka, their importance, threat to
vulture population and ways of conserving them. We joined hands with
Bannerghatta National Park and conducted a signature campaign for public to
pledge and join their hands in conserving these endangered scavengers.
Field staff Sri. Kumar, Deputy Range Forest Officer and Smt. Suma, Forest Guard
from Ramanagara Ramdevara Betta Vulture Sanctuary created awareness in BBP
about the unique features, ecologicalimportance and need to conserve vultures.

Education & Awareness programmes

Wildlife Week :

As part of Wildlife Week various in reach and out reach activities were conducted
with the theme Conservation to Co-existence: The People’s Connect. In reach
activities included Green Warrior game where visitors learn about waste

segregation through a game and conservation movies were played in the zoo
auditorium. A nature walk was conducted to document the local diversity and over
65 citizens participated. Drawing and singing competitions related to the theme
were conducted along with interaction with zoo keepers

Outreach activities included awareness creation at Loyola High School and
Pre University College for over 300 students on urban human animal conflict.
Urban human animal conflicts included highlighting the important role of snakes,
how they are attracted to cities mainly due to garbage menace which attract rodents,
how slender Loris are used for black magic, demand for two headed snakes because
people think it's good luck, need to plant local tree species and allow monkeys, birds
to feed on it to further disperse seeds, use of manja ropes during flying kites which
can inturn kill or injure birds and leopards being a highly adaptive species and being
spotted in cities. Further, a nature walk was conducted in the institute premises to
connect students to the biodiversity around them. Photography and Logo
competition have also been organized as part of Wildlife week.

~.1 Enrichment Activities

Enrichment is the process of providing captive animals with some form of stimulation to encourage natural species-specific behaviors in them. Enrichment plays an important
role in satisfying both the physical and psychological needs of animals, allowing them to make choices and have control of their environment in captivity. Enrichment
introduced to animals is changed periodically to stimulate them continuously and to avoid habituation. Animal enrichment is divided into five categories such as
environmental, food, cognitive, sensory and social enrichments. Some of the enrichments introduced to animals at Bannerghatta Biological Park were

Environmental Enrichments:

The physical habitat of the animal plays an important role in its welfare. Meeting animal's physical requirement provides a positive environment for the animal to live in. By
mimicking their natural environment in captivity, an enriched habitat allows animals to perform natural behaviors, permit them to be more active and increase their control
over the environment and also stimulate exploratory behaviour.

Feline enclosures - Felines are mostly nocturnal or crepuscular in nature having large range and being exposed to a variety of stimuli in their natural environment. Most cats
being arboreal use a vertical dimension of the habitat for movement, foraging, hiding, resting etc. Similarly in captivity, enclosure were enriched with platforms, hiding spaces,
scratch post, vertical and horizontal pathways (branches and logs) to encourage them to climb, leap, move as per species requirement.

Lion: Elevated resting platforms for Lions along with the natural rocky habitat of the enclosure.

Leopard: Horizontal and vertical pathways with connections to resting platforms,
shallow water pond and rocky boulders in the enclosure to imitate their natural
habitat and promote species-specific behaviour

Toddy cat: Coconut leaves were used to create darkness inside the enclosure to
imitate their natural nocturnal environment. Natural tree branches were used to
allow arboreal movement, wooden feeding platform with a ramp for access,

Jungle cat: Arboreal connection to different parts of the enclosure was provided
using branches, bamboo bridge, elevated platforms etc., hollow logs were placed

for hiding space, boulders and scratch post were placed inside the enclosure for
the animals to exhibi
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Himalayan Black bear enclosure: In wild, bears are good climbers and spend
majority of their life on trees. They climb trees & rocky outcrop to forage for food,
rest, elude enemies etc. Similarly in zoo climbing structures, swing, and fire hose
hammock was provided to keep the animal active. Also food was scattered and
places to hide food in different parts of the enclosure was developed to promote
exploratory and foraging behavior

Indian Giant Squirrel enclosure: In wild giant squirrels are completely arboreal,
spending time on tree canopy foraging on a variety of food and taking shelter in
the tree holes. Natural tree branches and vines were used to promote arboreal
movement of the animal in captivity similar to their wild counterparts. A natural
feeding platform, water trough and nest box are also placed for the animal to rest
during night.
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Enrichment Activities

Bird enclosures -

Parakeet enclosures - Natural vines of different thickness were used to create a 3
dimensional space for the birds to perch, also allowing them to gnaw on the vines
to keep their beak growth in control.

Cocktail Enrichment Activities
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Peafowl enclosures: Shrub like plants are planted in the enclosure to create a
natural habitat for peafowl, perches and stumps were placed to promote perching
at different heights; sand pit and litter area was created to aid dust bath to get rid
of parasites or bugs and to keep the feathers in good condition and promote natural
behavior in birds.
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Hornbill enclosure: In wild, hornbills spend majority of their time on tree tops
foraging for food, taking water bath and dust bath occasionally and nesting in the
tree cavities. Similarly, in captivity perches of different thickness are placed at
different heights which optimize vertical and horizontal enclosure space for
hornbills providing more perching opportunities also allowing them to jump back
and forth between different levels. Natural perches with small, forked side-branches
are provided to allow bird to clean inside their bills. A shallow water trough and sand
pit for water bath and dust bath was also provided along with nest box for resting




Food Enrichments:

Food based enrichment is the most widely used method of enrichment where way
of presenting food is manipulated. The aim of food-based enrichment is to prolong
feeding times by making feeding more challenging for the animal. A variety of
feeding methods and presentation of food encourage animals to work for their food.
The ultimate goal is to stimulate and extend the appetitive and consummatory
behaviour of an animal.

Zebra: A bamboo puzzle feeder with small holes to allow food to scatter when zebra
move them around was created to promote exploratory and natural grazing behavior
of the animals.

Hippopotamus: Fodder grass, water melon, carrot, banana, apple etc were
presented in the form of a cake on the occasion of hippopotamus calf first year
birthday

Elephant: Food was suspended from fire hose rope and pipe was filled with
fruits, jaggery and sugarcane to encourage elephants to use their trunk in pulling
outthe food

Himalayan Black Bear: Fire hose puzzle feeder filled with fruits was suspended
inthe enclosure to allow bear to use their cognition to get access to the food

Indian Giant Squirrel: Flame of the Forest flower was given to squirrel
occasionally to imitate their diet in wild.
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Parakeets: Flame of the Forest flower was given to Rose-ring and Alexandrine
parakeet seasonally to imitate their diet in wild.

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Lorikeets: Branches of Taloora lac (Jalari) tree with flowers were placed inside
the enclosure to promote exploratory behavior and nectar foraging as in wild
lorikeets
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Sensory Enrichments:

Sensory enrichment focuses on the stimulation of the animals’ senses. This can
encompass any of the five senses Visual, olfactory (smell & taste), auditory
(sound) and tactile (touch). These senses are all important means of communication
and are routes of gathering information about animal's surrounding environment.
The most common form of sensory enrichment used is olfactory enrichment and
tactile enrichment; which utilizes sense of smell and sense of touch. This type of
enrichment will normally induce extra scent marking from the animal reaffirming
its territory boundaries.

Hippopotamus: As part of sensory and play enrichment dead bamboo stick was
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Indian Grey Wolf: Overripe papaya and banana were scattered in the different
parts of the enclosure as part of sensory enrichment to promote exploratory
behavior and scent roll of the animals on fruit.

Lion: Ball made of fodder grass was presented to lion cubs as sensory and tactile
enrichment to promote exploratory and play behavior in them

Royal Bengal Tiger: Chicken scent trail was used to attract Tiger to the suspended
play enrichment as part of olfactory enrichment. Other scents were also sprayed in
different parts of the enclosure leading to Flehmen response followed by marking its
territory by spraying urine.

Use of Positive Reinforcement Training for ease of management at Bengaluru Bannerghatta Biological Park

Abstract: Positive Reinforcement Training (PRT) involves rewarding an animal for desired behaviours performed as per cues or signals received from the keeper or trainer.
Since this process is voluntary, the animal takes part only if it desires to, hence welfare of the animal is not compromised. PRT can be used as a tool to reduce stress during
specific husbandry duties and procedures. It can also enrich the animal's experience with its keeper and improve the bond between animal and keeper hence habituating the
animal to daily husbandry duties. Infact, if the animal responds well, its welfare improves since PRT is not a stressor and due to protected contact (PC) between the animal and
the keeper, the safety aspect is not compromised hence ensuring safe interaction between keeper and the animal. PRT has been used in various animals housed at Bengaluru
Bannerghatta Biological Park (BBBP) for varied husbandry and managemental duties, without the need for causing unnecessary stress.

Case Study 1:

Positive Reinforcement Training for Behavioural Alteration with Protected Contact
for Temple Rescued Elephant Sunder

21 year old, bull elephant Sunder was abused in a temple through constant chaining,
injuries caused by beating (Pic 1) and was in solitary confinement . He was rescued and
relocated to BBBP in 2014 and exposed to new keepers and environment. Prior to
musth, aggressive behaviour was directed towards his keepers and due to being solitary
for the first 15 years of his life, integrating Sunder with the elephant herd at BBBP was
also a challenge. PRT with PC was initiated using a mixture of cut fruits and vegetables,
(Pic 2) while he was housed in a corral to improve the bond between the keeper and
Sunder. Gradually, Sunder started to respond to basic commands and allowed the
keeper to have direct contact and to monitor him closely for daily health check up.
Sunder learnt to display his foot pads for foot care and sides of his body for general
monitoring. His aggressive behaviours such as throwing stones towards the keeper also
reduced and this behaviour was altered into a Barter System, where Sunder would
return any stones in his enclosure to the keeper, in exchange for treats (Pic 3) . Since his
bond with the keeper improved, he gained confidence to socialize with the rest of the
elephant herd with the assistance of the keeper, who would ensure Sunder would not
unnecessarily flee at the sight of other elephants, who would approach to interact with
Sunder (Pic 4) . Even during musth , when he is housed in his corral, Sunder can be
confined to one end of a corral by one keeper using PRT, while other keepers can safely
work inside and if any treatments are required such as wound dressing, they can be
performed safely from across the barrier. He has also been trained to display his ear for
blood draw ( Pic 5) and to open his mouth upon command for visual inspection of his
mouth and for temperature check. He was also taken to the weigh bridge in the zoo
premises, where he was weighed in 2020, for the first time in 5 years since he moved to
BBBP (Pic 6).

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Rescue & Rehabilitation

Bengaluru Bannerghatta Biological Park (BBBP) being in close proximity to Bengaluru city receives lot of urban wildlife rescued from human-animal conflict and illegal
trade. Most of these animals (except for large carnivores and bears) are received and treated in the Bannerghatta Rehabilitation Centre (BRC), which was started by
Wildlife Rescue and Rehabilitation Centre (WRRC) and is part of BBBP. BRC is not open to the public and situated away from the zoo premises.

The rescued animal details, including species, name of rescuer, etc. is entered at BBBP security gate upon arrival and once permission is obtained from the Assistant
Director (Veterinary Services),it is shifted to BRC after confirmation of data entry at parking gate.

Upon arrival at BRC, rescued animal's body weight and body condition is examined. Healthy animals are de-wormed and vaccinated, if required. Whereas, injured animals

are treated to stabilize their condition prior to any medical procedures. Further relevant diet is formulated for the species and the animals are observed for 1 - 2 weeks to
assess their health condition.

In the unforeseen circumstance of an animal death, the animal will be sent to Institute of Animal Husbandry & Veterinary Biologicals (IAH&VB) lab located inside BBBP

premises, where the post-mortem is conducted. The deceased animal is burnt in WRRC premises, in the presence of Range Forest Officer (RFO)/ Deputy Range Forest
Officer (DRFO) from Butterfly Park range and mahazar is conducted on spot.

However, animals which are fit for release are certified by the wildlife veterinarian and release request with time, date of release is submitted to BBBP and Bannerghatta
National Park (BNP) officials. The above said animals are released back to wild, in a suitable habitat, in the presence of BBBP and BNP officials and release mahazar is
conducted at the time of release and submitted accordingly

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Herbivore Safari:
The thrill of the safari starts with the Herbivore Safari, which houses mi
belonging to the Cervidae and Bovidae family, free ranging within an area o
hectares, barricaded by rubble wall. This section was developed in 1970's L
opened to public viewing during 2002. Species within this area includes Sp
Deer (Axis axis), Sambar Deer (Rusa unicolor), Nilagi (Boselaphus tragocamel
Gaur (Bos gaurus) and Black buck (Antilope cervicapra). Various feeding units are
located in viewing vicinity from the safari roads to give visitors a glimpse of the co-
operating feeding of different herbivore species, as they would in their natural -
habitat. Frequently, young ones of spotted deer, sambar deer and gaur can be
spotted as they are breeding well within this area.

The herbivores can also be spotted drinking water in one of the five, interconnected
natural lakes, viz. Deepankere, Chennamanakere, Gowdankunte, Seegadikunte and
Gowdanakere, which fill up during the rainy season and sustain even during
summer months.

An area of 60Ha. supported with thick bamboo breaks and a water body called
Seegekatte, intermitted with grasslands was proposed and approved in the Master
Plan as “Elephant Care Centre”. Out of the'60Ha area, 49.50Ha area is enclosed with
a secured railway-barricade fencing with gates wherever necessary and this
serves as a habitat for the captive elephants in BBP. This is in adherence to the
recommendation made by the CZA. A 0.65Ha emergency Corral is constructed
within the enclosure to contain and separate the elephants for medical procedures
and also as a musth corral. There are 25 elephants which are housed here in the
Elephant Care Center and within the area of herbivore safari, an elephant weaning
center has been established.

The elephants housed here enjoy a semi-captive management system where they
are cared for by their respective mahouts and kavadis in the care centre during the
day and.are free ranging in the National Park area in the evening, where they can
feed'o_ tural fodder, socialize with wild elephants which are free roaming in the
adjoining National Park.



The National Zoo Policy 1998, provides opportunity to all the zoos to function as
rescue centre for orphaned, refused, rescued wild animals subject to the availability
of appropriate housing and up keeping facilities. This Park has one of the Rescue
Centers launched by the Government of India in the year 1999 under Central Zoo
Authority for rehabilitation of rescued animals. The park has successfully
established the Rescue Center over an area of 17.50 Ha within the Biological Park
limits. The Rescue Centre established started functioning from December 2000 as
an off-display area.

The Rescue Center has two wings, one each for Lions and Tigers. The lion block is
called as L- block having 12 houses, each house consisting of 6 holding rooms
connected to kraal of 1500 Sq m., where a total of 72 lions can be housed. Right
opposite to the lion block another semicircular housing complex namely T-block of
half the size of L-block has been constructed for housing tigers. There are 05
housing units in this block and each of the housing unit has 06 animal holding rooms

connected to kraal of 1500 Sq m, where atotal of 30 tlgers can be housed. Presently,:

Rest of the center is planned to harbor different varieties of trees and plants to create
natural surrounding like forest inside the center.

A Bear Rescue Centre, by using a part of the existing Bear Safari with the existing
rescued animals has been established at Bannerghatta Biological Park, Bengaluruy,
with the collaboration of Wildlife SOS, New Delhi, for the benefit of the bears rescued
from Khalandars, found stray, injured, orphaned, trapped & sick etc., (which also
enables to rescue and rehabilitate more such bears). As on 31-3-2022, 64(22 male
& 42 female) rescued bears, are being accommodated in this rescue centre. The
maintenance costs of all these Bears are directly met by Wildlife SOS, an NGO. Tigers
rescued from various circuses in Europe were accommodated at Born Free
Foundation (BFF), Bannerghatta Biological Park, Bengaluru. As on 31-3-2022, a
wild male rescued tiger is accommodated in this unit. The maintenance cost of this

As an additional source of food, diluted honey
dipped in cotton is placed on artificial flowers and ripened fruits are also provided.
Approximately 10 to 15 species of butterflies and moths, which are bred and reared
in-house, are released in this area for visitor viewing. The conservatory is
surrounded by metal mesh supported with concrete pillars and roofed with
transparent polycarbonate sheets. Inside the dome, earthen pots with small holes
are placed along the roof to minimize echo to minimize the disturbance to the
butterflies. Appropriate temperature and humidity is maintained to support the flora
and fauna, through sprinklers, water fall and air blowers. Dedicated staff also
conduct guided tours for visitors to create awareness about the resident butterflies,
moths, life cycle and their host plant.

The conservatory leads to a museum that provides educative information on life
evolutionary aspects, unique characters of butterfly and life cycle of locally available
butterflies. Also movie about butterflies and moths is played throughout the day at
Audio-visual centre in both English and the local language, Kannada.

Apart from display and awareness creation to the public about these winged jewels,
an off-show research and breeding lab is established to maintain a sustainable
population of butterflies, moths and other insects. Dedicated rearing rooms are
present for different life stages of butterflies.

Different species of butterflies along with the necessary host plant and nectar plants
are housed in this area to support breeding. The second instar larva are collected
and shifted to the larval chamber where sufficient host plant leaves are provided for
feeding to ensure maximum numbers survive. The pupa are shifted to a pupal
chamber and necessary support is provided to ensure metamorphism and hatching
success. Once the butterflies hatch from the pupa, a sustainable population is
retained in the lab for breeding and the remaining are released in the conservatory
for public display.

Some of the success breeding includes that of the Southern Birdwing, Blue Mormon
and Bush Brown to name a few. Through public participation, we aim to create
awareness about how our survival is dependant on conservation of these
ecosystem engineers.

The zoo has a modern hospital headed by an Assistant Director (Veterinary Service)
and supported by veterinary officer, 1 biologist and 2 supporting staff (labours). The
hospital has an operation theatre (OT), X-ray facility, in-patient facility and store unit
for medicines and equipment as well as a fully equipped ambulance for animal
rescues. The Veterinarians have been active in training veterinary interns to get
hands on experience and impart knowledge on the skills required to work effectively
as awildlife veterinarian.

WILD ANIMAL DISEASE DIAGNOSTIC LAB, BANNERGHATTA - WADDL

BBP has a well equipped pathology laboratory namely Wild Animal Disease
Diagnostic Laboratory (WADDL), a branch of IAH & VB headed by a scientist and lab
technician. There is a post mortem room where all the carcasses of dead captive
animals are subjected for postmortem and pathological investigation to determine
the cause of death. After the postmortem, the carcasses are disposed by burning. A
bio-medical waste disposal pit was constructed beside postmortem room to
degrade and dispose medical (veterinary) wastes.

Adoption covers partial cost of Animal Feed, Maintenance and
Veterinary health care with provision for Income Tax rebate under 80G (5) (iv) of
Income Tax Act, 1961.

BBBP was a self sustained organization which was run only on gate revenue and we
had also adopted a few mini zoos of Karnataka. COVID-19 pandemic had played a
great disaster on the zoo where the footfall had reduced drastically, which impacted
revenue of the zoo.

With the support of wildlife enthusiasts and campaigning for the animal adoption
programme by celebrities such as Sri. Darshan Thoogudeepa, Smt. Anu Prabhakar
and Sri. Raghu Mukherjee, BBBP and other zoos in Karnataka received a great surge
in adoptions and it has greatly helped us sustain during the pandemic.

During this time, One Day Feeding programme was also initiated, where citizens
could also contribute towards the daily feed of the resident animals. We are
extremely grateful to citizens for their continuous support towards Ex situ
conservation at Bengaluru Bannerghatta Biological Park through the Animal
Adoption and One Day Feeding Programme.
